History and Geography unit planning is undertaken on a 3-year rolling plan for Key Stage 1 — which also includes the utilization of this stimulus for the teaching of Reception pupils. For all
other subjects, a 2-year rolling programme is taught (which only includes Year 1 and Year 2 pupils). This doesn’t include Reception pupils, who are taught separately using EYFS practice and
principles.
